Noun 

- A watch is a small timepiece worn typically on a strap on one's wrist. 

 

Verb 

- To watch is to look at or observe attentively over a period of time. 

- To watch is to exercise care, caution, or restraint about. 

- To watch is an act or instance of carefully observing someone or something 

over a period of time. 

 

Why Observe the Watches? 

- It is a recommended scriptural strategy to prayer. 

- It is an approach that will guarantee speedy results when we pray. 

- It is a prayer approach of precision and accuracy. 

- It is a prayer strategy for the mature disciple. 

- It is a spiritual discipline. 

- It is our action of obedience. 

- It is our weapon of warfare. 

- It is an opportunity to pray God’s prayer topic for the hour. 

- It is an opportunity to consistently realign with kingdom agenda. 

- Angels who do the bidding of the Lord have specific assignments and function at

Vigilance and 

Alertness 

Watchmen remind us to stay awake and 

attentive, guarding our hearts and minds 

against anything that could compromise our 

faith. 

The world is filled with various influences, 

temptations, and challenges that can divert 

our focus from God. Therefore, let’s remain 

vigilant and alert. 

Responsible 

for others 

 

Watchmen have a responsibility to warn and 

protect others. Being a watchman teaches us 

to look out for the spiritual well-being of our 

brothers and sisters in Christ. 

Christians and disciples have a 

responsibility to care for and nurture fellow 

believers. 

Proclamation 

of truth 

 

Watchmen announce impending danger. Christians and disciples are called to 

proclaim the truth of the gospel, including 

the imminent return of Jesus. We can 

prophetically warn of coming attacks of our 

spiritual enemy and the dangers of ideas 

that come against the knowledge of God, 

just as a watchman’s trumpet warns the city. 

Discernment 

and 

Discipleship 

 

Watchmen must discern between genuine 

threats and false alarms.  

Similarly, Christians need discernment to 

distinguish between sound doctrine and 

deceptive teachings. We can make wise 

choices in the pursuit of truth and growth. 

Servant 

leadership 

The watchman’s role requires selflessness and 

service to the community.  

Christians can apply this principle to their 

lives by embracing servant leadership — 

putting others' needs before their own, 

serving with humility, and demonstrating 

Christ's love through their actions. 

Prayer and 

intercession 

 

Matthew 26:41 (NIV) As Christians and disciples, we must 

intercede on behalf of our communities, 
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“Watch and pray so that you will not fall into 

temptation. The spirit is willing, but the flesh 

is weak.” 

Watchmen equally petitions for the safety of 

the city.

Preparedness 

for Christs’ 

return 

 

The watchman's readiness for potential 

threats mirrors the Christian's readiness for 

the return of Christ. 

We are called to live in anticipation of 

Christ’s Second Coming. 
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First Watch (12th Hour) 

(6:00 P.M. – 9:00 P.M.) 

 

Lamentations 2:19 (Christian Standard Bible) 

Arise, cry out in the night from the first watch of the night. Pour out your heart like 

water before the Lord’s presence. Lift up your hands to him for the lives of your 

children who are fainting from hunger at the head of every street. 

 

Angels at these hours – Angels of intercession, restoration, healing, deliverance, and 

provision. 

 

[1] It’s the watch of intercession. 

A time to effectively pray for your family – parents, husband, wife, children, relatives. 

The best time to intercede for any case in your family.  

 

[2] It is the watch of restoration [healing and deliverance]. Luke 4:40 KJV; Mark 1:32-

34 NIV. 

 

- Jesus typically taught during the day and healed at night. 

 

Many Healed After Sabbath Sunset 

40 When the sun was setting, all those who had any that were sick with various diseases 

brought them to Him; and He laid His hands on every one of them and healed them. 

------------ 

32 That evening after sunset the people brought to Jesus all the sick and demon-

possessed. 

33 The whole town gathered at the door,

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34 and Jesus healed many who had various diseases. He also drove out many demons, 

but he would not let the demons speak because they knew who he was. 

 

[3] It is the watch of restoration [provision]. Matthew 14:15-22 KJV 

15 And when it was evening, his disciples came to him, saying, This is a desert place, 

and the time is now past;  send the multitude away, that they may go into the villages, 

and buy themselves victuals.  

16 But Jesus said unto them, They need not depart; give ye them to eat.  

17 And they say unto him, We have here but five loaves, and two fishes.  

18 He said, Bring them hither to me.  

19 And he commanded the multitude to sit down on the grass, and took the five loaves, 

and the two fishes, and looking up to heaven, he blessed, and brake, and gave the 

loaves to his disciples, and the disciples to the multitude.  

20 And they did all eat, and were filled: and they took up of the fragments that remained 

twelve baskets full.  

21 And they that had eaten were about five thousand men, beside women and children. 

22 And straightway Jesus constrained his disciples to get into a ship, and to go before 

him unto the other side, while he sent the multitudes away.  

 

[4] It is the watch of quiet reflection [prayer]. Matthew 14:23 KJV 

23 And when he had sent the multitudes away, he went up into a mountain apart to 

pray: and when the evening was come, he was there alone. 

(Pray – literally, to interact with the Lord by switching human wishes (ideas) for His 

wishes as He imparts faith ("divine persuasion")). Time of intimacy with the Lord. 

 

[5] A watch to see visions (about the future; about your day), conversations; 

meditations, and confirmations. Genesis 15:12-21 NKJV 

12 Now when the sun was going down, a deep sleep fell upon Abram; and behold, 
horror and great darkness fell upon him.  
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13 Then He said to Abram: “Know certainly that your descendants will be strangers in a 
land that is not theirs, and will serve them, and they will afflict them four hundred 
years.  

14 And also the nation whom they serve I will judge; afterward they shall come out with 
great possessions.  

15 Now as for you, you shall go to your fathers in peace; you shall be buried at a good 
old age.  

16 But in the fourth generation they shall return here, for the iniquity of the 
Amorites is not yet complete.” 

17 And it came to pass, when the sun went down and it was dark, that behold, there 
appeared a smoking oven and a burning torch that passed between those pieces.  

18 On the same day the LORD made a covenant with Abram, saying: “To your 
descendants I have given this land, from the river of Egypt to the great river, the River 
Euphrates—  

19 the Kenites, the Kenezzites, the Kadmonites,  

20 the Hittites, the Perizzites, the Rephaim,  

21 the Amorites, the Canaanites, the Girgashites, and the Jebusites.” 

 

Noteworthy aspects of the 1st Watch (12th hour): 

- This watch is usually for those who have a strong apostolic calling and anointing 

to break strongholds and walls. This watch is for seasoned Christians who are 

determined to do mighty things with boldness in the Lord. 

 

- Period for covenant renewal with God. 

Through Jesus Christ, we have a Covenant with God. In this watch, we can ask God to 

manifest the blessings of His Covenant into our lives. This is also a time to release 

judgment on the wicked and decree into the new day God’s blessings upon our life, 

family, church, city and nation. Whatever happens during the day is determined to a 

large extent by what is done during the night. The evening is the “foundation” of night 
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and the beginning of the watches. People involved in the occult say that they begin their 

active witchcraft at midnight. If we begin to pray strategically during this watch with the 

Holy Spirit’s leading, we can prevent the kingdom of darkness from releasing curses on 

the new day. 

----------------------------------------------- 

 

Prayer decrees for this prayer watch: 

 Father, in the name of Jesus, 

• I am Your child by faith in Christ Jesus, and I renew my covenant commitment to 

love You with all my heart, soul, and strength. Through Jesus Christ, I am 

Abraham’s descendant and inheritor of the covenant blessings You promised to 

Abraham (Galatians 3:26, 27, 29) KJV. 

26 For ye are all the children of God by faith in Christ Jesus. 

27 For as many of you as have been baptized into Christ have put on Christ.

revelation, and spiritual knowledge. 

 

[1] It is a watch of revelation and spiritual knowledge. 

 

Luke 12:37-38 – Read other translations especially NIV. 

[NKJV] 

37 Blessed are those servants whom the master, when he comes, will find watching. 

Assuredly, I say to you that he will gird himself and have them sit down to eat, and will 

come and serve them.  

38 And if he should come in the second watch, or come in the third watch, and 

find them so, blessed are those servants.

37 It will be good for those servants whose master finds them watching when he 

comes. Truly I tell you, he will dress himself to serve, will have them recline at the table 

and will come and wait on them.

17 In order to turn man from his deed, and conceal pride from man, 

18 He keeps back his soul from the Pit, and his life from perishing by the sword. 

 

[3] It is a watch to apply the blood of Jesus Christ on purpose for deliverance from all 

devices of evil; partake in communion, receive instructions and get ready to move 

(implement). 

 

Exodus 11:4-5 (NKJV) 

4 Then Moses said, “Thus says the LORD: ‘About midnight I will go out into the midst of 

Egypt;  
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5 and all the firstborn in the land of Egypt shall die, from the firstborn of Pharaoh who 

sits on his throne, even to the firstborn of the female servant who is behind the 

handmill, and all the firstborn of the animals.  

 

Exodus 12:11-13 (NKJV) 

11 And thus you shall eat it: with a belt on your waist, your sandals on your feet, and 

your staff in your hand.

Noteworthy aspects of the 2nd Watch: 

During this watch, intercessors can impact the spiritual realm before the enemy gets 

ready to wreak havoc. Psalm 119:62 NKJV says, “At midnight I will rise to give thanks 

to You because of Your righteous judgments.”  

- It was at the midnight hour that God struck down the first-born of Egypt, which 

resulted in His people being released from captivity and set free to worship Him.   

- This watch is a time when God deals with the enemies that are trying to keep us 

from entering His perfect plan for our lives. 

- In the natural, this time is characterized by deep darkness.  

- In the spiritual realm, the Second Watch is when diabolical assignments and 

sabotage from the enemy are set in motion.

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- This is why it is important for intercessors at this watch to pray for God’s 

protection over their families, cities, and nations:  Let God arise and His enemies 

be scattered; Let those also who hate Him flee before Him.” (Psalm 68:1) NKJV. 

- This is also the time for divine judgments, deliverance, prayer for the economy, 

tearing down walls of darkness and all the wicked structures from our economic, 

educational, religious, and political systems. 

 

Pray aloud Psalm 59 and Psalm 68:1-4. Pray that God will arise and scatter His enemies.  

Psalm 59 [KJV] 

1 Deliver me from mine enemies, O my God: defend me from them that rise up against 

me. 

2 Deliver me from the workers of iniquity, and save me from bloody men. 

3 For, lo, they lie in wait for my soul: the mighty are gathered against me; not for my 

transgression, nor for my sin, O LORD. 

4 They run and prepare themselves without my fault: awake to help me, and behold.

Angels at these hours – Angels of war, deliverance, etc. 

The function of the angel is reflected in each prayer focus below. 

 

[1] It is the watch of prayer and singing hymns to God. [Warfare praises]. 

Acts 16:25 [AMPC] 

25 But about midnight, as Paul and Silas were praying and singing hymns of praise to 

God, and the [other] prisoners were listening to them, 

 

[2] It is a watch when we possess the gates of our enemies. 
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Judges 16:3 [NKJV] 

3 And Samson lay low till midnight; then he arose at midnight, took hold of the doors of 

the gate of the city and the two gateposts, pulled them up, bar and all, put them on his 

shoulders, and carried them to the top of the hill that faces Hebron. 

Genesis 22:17 [KJV] 

That in blessing I will bless thee, and in multiplying I will multiply thy seed as the stars 

of the heaven, and as the sand which is upon the sea shore; and thy seed shall possess 

the gate of his enemies; 

 

[3] It is a watch when we stop the enemy from violating us. 

1 Kings 3:20 [AMPC] 

20 And she arose at midnight and took my son from beside me while your handmaid 

slept and laid him in her bosom and laid her dead child in my bosom. 

 

[4] It is a watch when we effectively pray for the firstborn of our families. During 

this watch, we reinforce and implement our first-born privileges. 

Release from bondages [imprisonment]. 

Exodus 12:29-31 [AMPC] 

29 At midnight the Lord slew every firstborn in the land of Egypt, from the firstborn of 

Pharaoh who sat on his throne to the firstborn of the prisoner in the dungeon, and all 

the firstborn of the livestock. 

30 Pharaoh rose up in the night, he, all his servants, and all the Egyptians; and there was 

a great cry in Egypt, for there was not a house where there was not one dead. 
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31 He called for Moses and Aaron by night, and said, Rise up, get out from among my 

people, both you and the Israelites; and go, serve the Lord, as you said. 

 

[5] It is a watch when we strengthen our faith. 

This is a period of much spiritual activity. This watch hour will strengthen your faith. It 

is the same time that Peter denied Christ three times. (Matthew 26: 34, 74; Mark 14:30; 

Luke 22:34; John 13:38), AMPC. 

34 Jesus said to him, Solemnly I declare to you, this very night, before a single rooster 

crows, you will deny and disown Me three times. 

74 Then Peter began to invoke a curse on himself and to swear, I do not even know the 

Man! And at that moment a rooster crowed. 

30 And Jesus said to him, Truly I tell you, this very night, before a cock crows twice, you 

will utterly deny Me [disclaiming all connection with Me] three times. 

34 But Jesus said, I tell you, Peter, before a [single] cock shall crow this day, you will 

three times [utterly] deny that you know Me. 

38 Jesus answered, Will you [really] lay down your life for Me? I assure you, most 

solemnly I tell you, before a rooster crows, you will deny Me [completely disown Me] 

three times. 

                 

You must not be afraid of witchcraft during this watch. The Lord has given us 

dominion and authority over all things. This watch is geared for those who already 

know how to use their spiritual armor and war against the enemy. This is the time to 

pray against satanic attacks on your life, family members, marriages, churches and 

communities. We are most vulnerable to the devil’s attacks because at this time of the 

day we are asleep. Declare Psalm 91:5-6 for Divine protection for yourself, family, 

church, city and nation.

This is a powerful watch to be on when commanding the morning and setting things in 

place before the devil and his demons have a chance to ruin it. Plane crashes, car crashes, 

deaths, job loss, and many other acts of the devil can be stopped during this watch when 

intercessors obey the voice of the Lord and saturate this time with powerful, Spirit-led 

prayers. 

 

[7] It is a watch for spiritual warfare. 

This is the time to awake out of sleep and confront every storm of destruction and 

distraction that is robbing you of God’s blessings and provisions on your life. Also, it is 

the time to speak peace and calm into every situation of turbulence and confusion. 

 

[8] It is a watch to strengthen yourself spiritually and seek direction. 

Be vigilant during this time and watch for God’s revelation for breakthrough and for 

His plans and purposes for your life and territory. 

 

[9] It is a watch to make your case in prayer [release of provisions]. 

This is the period to pray for God’s provision to be released.  
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Luke 11:5-13 [KJV] 

5 And he said unto them, which of you shall have a friend, and shall go unto him at 

midnight, and say unto him, Friend, lend me three loaves; 

6 For a friend of mine in his journey is come to me, and I have nothing to set before him? 

7 And he from within shall answer and say, Trouble me not: the door is now shut, and 

my children are with me in bed; I cannot rise and give thee. 

8 I say unto you, though he will not rise and give him, because he is his friend, yet 

because of his importunity he will rise and give him as many as he needeth. 

9 And I say unto you, ask, and it shall be given you; seek, and ye shall find; knock, and it 

shall be opened unto you. 

10 For everyone that asketh receiveth; and he that seeketh findeth; and to him that 

knocketh it shall be opened. 

11 If a son shall ask bread of any of you that is a father, will he give him a stone? or if he 

ask a fish, will he for a fish give him a serpent?

[11] It is a watch when dreams flow. 
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Often, we are awakened during this time with dreams God has given to us. God uses 

dreams and visions to bring instruction and counsel to us as we sleep. He also reveals 

areas where we need to concentrate our prayers and intercession. “In a dream, in a vision 

of the night, when deep sleep falls upon men, while slumbering on their beds, then He 

opens the ears of men, and seals their instructions.” (Job 33:15-16), NKJV. 

The devil can also attack you in dreams (nightmares), so always pray before you go to 

sleep and ask God to keep you from the enemy’s devices. 

 

[12] It is a watch to break marital delays / (and address marital issues). 

Ruth 3:8 [NKJV] 

8 Now it happened at midnight that the man was startled, and turned himself; and 

there, a woman was lying at his feet. 

Address every kind of marital issue during this time instead of complaining. 

----------------------------------------- 

 

Prayer Decrees for this prayer watch: 

• Father, I plead the blood of Jesus against all demons of the night, nightmares, 

torment, and sleeplessness. Father, I ask that you protect my mind while I sleep. 

In peace, I will lie down and sleep, for You alone, O Lord, will keep me safe. 

(Psalms 4:8), KJV.

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Fourth Watch (9th Hour) 

(3:00 A.M. to 6:00 A.M.) 

This fourth watch is always important because this is the last watch of the night. This 

watch is the time that satanic agents who went out to perform their activities are 

returning to their bases.  

 

Angels at these hours – Angels of communion, favor, mercy, blessings, help, etc. 

[1] It is a watch to fellowship with the Lord. 

Mark 1:35 

NLT 

Before daybreak the next morning, Jesus got up and went out to an isolated place to 

pray. 

 

NIV 

Very early in the morning, while it was still dark, Jesus got up, left the house and 

went off to a solitary place, where he prayed. 

 

[2] It is a watch to command your morning by declaring God’s Word. 

Matthew 24:43 says:  

“But know this, that if the goodman of the house had known in what watch the thief 

would come, he would have watched, and would not have suffered his house to be 

broken up.”  

 

This is a disciplined prayer watch for those who have the power and training to wake up 

early in the morning and set the atmosphere. This is the time for all the enemy’s plans 

and strategies to fail. This watch is for gaining territory, establishing the spirit of 

prosperity and stopping the devil from hijacking blessings and favor. This prayer watch 
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sets our day before it begins. This is an opportunity to set things in place before the devil 

and his demons have a chance to ruin it. Accidents, deaths, thefts, job loss, and any other 

acts of the devil can be stopped during this watch when intercessors obey the voice of the 

Lord and fill the morning with powerful prayers. 

Time for Declaring God’s Word 

This is a time for angelic activity or intervention and a time for blessings from heaven. 

When we pray, the Lord hears our prayers and sends His angels to work on our behalf. 

Consecrate all the work for the day and pray for protection for God’s people throughout 

the day.  

“You will make your prayer to Him, He will hear you, and you will pay your vows. You 

will also declare a thing and it will be established for you; so light will shine on your 

ways” (Job 22:27-28), NKJV.

[4] It is a watch to secure the blessings for the day.

[6] A watch when we receive the help of the Lord and when the Lord Himself 

stretches out His hand to help (rescues) His disciples out of the storm (those who 

have been caught in the storm).

25 Now in the fourth watch of the night Jesus went to them, walking on the sea. 

26 And when the disciples saw Him walking on the sea, they were troubled, saying, “It 

is a ghost!” And they cried out for fear.

doing nothing.

18 The path of the righteous is like the morning sun, shining ever brighter till the full 

light of day. 

 

Proverbs 4:18 (Christian Standard Bible) 

18 The path of the righteous is like the light of dawn, shining brighter and brighter 

until midday. 
 

Every person gets to their dawn (a time when light is introduced into one’s life) 

when they become born from above. Then the journey of that life ought to continue on 

an ever-increasing path of brightness.

This 

is the time to pray to “dwell in the secret place of the Most High, abiding under the 

shadow of the Almighty,” and making the Most High your habitation. Pray and cut off 

all satanic arrows that are released at this time so that they will not get you or your family. 

5 You will not fear the terror of night, nor the arrow that flies by day, 

6 nor the pestilence that stalks in the darkness, nor the plague that destroys at midday. 

14 “Because he loves me,” says the LORD, “I will rescue him; I will protect him, for he 

acknowledges my name.

5 The LORD watches over you— the LORD is your shade at your right hand;

Equally pray that amidst the darkness, you will not be led into any temptation, 

trap, or snare of the enemy.

- Also, it was during this watch that Daniel always went home to pray. 

Now when Daniel learned that the decree had been published, he went home to his 

upstairs room where the windows opened toward Jerusalem. Three times a day he got 

down on his knees and prayed, giving thanks to his God, just as he had done before. 

(Daniel 6:10). 

 

[6] A watch for soul winning. 

John 4: 1-6 (NKJV) 

1 When therefore the Lord knew how the Pharisees had heard that Jesus made and 
baptized more disciples than John, 

2 (Though Jesus himself baptized not, but his disciples,) 

3 He left Judaea, and departed again into Galilee. 

4 And he must needs go through Samaria. 

5 Then cometh he to a city of Samaria, which is called Sychar, near to the parcel of 
ground that Jacob gave to his son Joseph.

2 And a certain man lame from his mother’s womb was carried, whom they laid daily at 

the gate of the temple which is called Beautiful, to ask alms from those who entered the 

temple;

4 And fixing his eyes on him, with John, Peter said, “Look at us.”

3 About the ninth hour of the day he saw clearly in a vision an angel of God coming in 
and saying to him, “Cornelius!”

[5] A watch when God uses nature to speak to us, therefore, a great hour for prayer 

walks. 
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It is a watch of heightened angelic activities so we may encounter angels during our 

evening walks. 

 

[6] This is a watch when God sends our destiny helpers swiftly. (Dan. 9:21), NIV. 

21 while I was still in prayer, Gabriel, the man I had seen in the earlier vision, came to 

me in swift flight about the time of the evening sacrifice. 

 Pray for destiny helpers. Pray that God will increase the helpers at the church. 

 

[7] This is a customary watch for the Jews. (Acts 16:13-14), AMPC. 

13 And on the Sabbath day we went outside the [city’s] gate to the bank of the river 

where we supposed there was an [accustomed] place of prayer, and we sat down and 

addressed the women who had assembled there. 

14 One of those who listened to us was a woman named Lydia, from the city of Thyatira, 

a dealer in fabrics dyed in purple. She was [already] a worshiper of God, and the Lord 

opened her heart to pay attention to what was said by Paul. 

 

[8] This is a watch of Sacrifice. 

The Hour of Dying to Self and Rejoicing in the Power of Jesus Christ. Jesus Christ died 

on the cross during this watch. (3:00 P.M.) He took on the sins of man so that we can be 

reconciled to God through His Blood. Those who accept Jesus’ sacrifice can now live a 

triumphant life through Him and are allowed to come boldly before the throne of God 

the Father.  

As Jesus died and was resurrected, so the Bible calls us to die to self and live for Christ. 

The Apostle Paul said in Galatians 2:20 (NIV), “I have been crucified with Christ and I no 

longer live, but Christ lives in me. The life I now live in the body, I live by faith in the Son 

of God, who loved me and gave himself for me.”   

After His resurrection, Jesus Christ gave us power to live a life of victory and the 

authority to accomplish God’s will here on earth: “Then Jesus came to them and said, 
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“All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me. Therefore, go and make 

disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of 

the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you. And 

surely I am with you always, to the very end of the age” (Matthew 28:18-20, NIV). 

 

[9] A watch when God turns away the captivity of His people, delivers them, and 

rescues them. 

 

Zephaniah 2:6-7 (NKJV) 

6 The seacoast shall be pastures, with shelters for shepherds and folds for flocks. 

7 The coast shall be for the remnant of the house of Judah; they shall feed their flocks 

there; In the houses of Ashkelon they shall lie down at evening. 

For the LORD their God will intervene for them, and return their captives. 

----------------- 

Also read Joshua 10:1-15; 24-27. 
 

----------------------- 

[10] A watch when we wash our physical bodies from all the defilement of the day 

and activate an environment for angelic activities. Angels like clean environments.

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THE WATCHMAN’S DUTY 

Ezekiel 33 [AMPC] 

(1) Sensitive and timely recipients of the mind of God. 

(2) Proclaim (the purpose of speaking (proclaiming) is to bring deliverance to 

God’s people). 

(3) Speak the Word of God. 
 

1 And (1) the word of the Lord came to me, saying,  

2 Son of man, (2) speak to your people [the Israelite captives in Babylon] and (3) say to 

them, When I bring the sword upon a land and the people of the land take a man from 

among them and make him their watchman, 

(4) Warners (inform someone in advance of an impending or possible danger, 

problem, or other unpleasant situation). 

 

3 If when he sees the sword coming upon the land, (4) he blows the trumpet and warns 

the people, 

4 Then whoever hears the sound of the trumpet and does not take warning, and the 

sword comes and takes him away, his blood shall be upon his own head. 

5 He heard the sound of the trumpet and did not take warning; his blood shall be upon 

himself. But he who takes warning shall save his life. 

(5) Obedience. 

(6) Accountable to God. 
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6 But if the watchman sees the sword coming and (5) does not blow the trumpet and the 

people are not warned, and the sword comes and takes any one of them, he is taken 

away in and for his perversity and iniquity, but his blood will I require at the 

watchman’s hand. (6) 

(7) Watchmen are assigned territorially. 

(8) Are God’s mouthpiece. 

7 So you, son of man, (7)I have made you a watchman for the house of Israel; therefore 

hear the word at (8) My mouth and give them warning from Me.  

8 When I say to the wicked, O wicked man, you shall surely die, and you do not speak to 

warn the wicked from his way, that wicked man shall die in his perversity and iniquity, 

but his blood will I require at your hand. 

9 But if you warn the wicked to turn from his evil way and he does not turn from his 

evil way, he shall die in his iniquity, but you will have saved your life. 

10 And you, son of man, say to the house of Israel, Thus you have said: Truly our 

transgressions and our sins are upon us, and we waste away because of them; how then 

can we live? 

11 Say to them, As I live, says the Lord God, I have no pleasure in the death of the 

wicked, but rather that the wicked turn from his way and live. Turn back, turn back 

from your evil ways, for why will you die, O house of Israel? 

12 And you, son of man, say to your people, The uprightness and justice of the 

[uncompromisingly] righteous shall not deliver him in the day of his transgression; and 

as for the wicked lawlessness of the wicked lawless, he shall not fall because of it in the 

day that he turns from his wickedness, neither shall the rigidly upright and just be able 

to live because of his past righteousness in the day that he sins and misses the mark [in 

keeping in harmony and right standing with God]. 
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13 When I shall say to the [uncompromisingly] righteous that he shall surely live, and he 

trusts to his own righteousness [to save him] and commits iniquity (heinous sin), all his 

righteous deeds shall not be [seriously] remembered; but for his perversity and iniquity 

that he has committed he shall die. 

14 Again, when I have said to the wicked, You shall surely die, if he turns from his sin 

and does that which is lawful and right— 

15 If the wicked restores [what he took in] pledge, gives back what he had taken in 

robbery, walks in the statutes of life [right relationship with God], without committing 

iniquity, he shall surely live; he shall not die. 

16 None of his sins that he has committed shall be [seriously] remembered against him; 

he has done that which is lawful and right; he shall surely live. 

17 Yet your people say, The way of the Lord is not perfect or even just; but as for them, it 

is their own way that is not perfect or even just. 

18 When the righteous turns back from his [uncompromising] righteousness and 

commits perverseness and iniquity, he shall even die in and because of it. 

19 But if the wicked turns back from his wickedness and does what is lawful and right, 

he shall live because of it. 

20 Yet you say, The way of the Lord is not perfect or [even] just. O you house of Israel, I 

will judge you, every one according to his own ways! 

21 In the twelfth year of our captivity [in Babylon], in the tenth [month], on the fifth 

[day] of the month, a man who had escaped out of Jerusalem came to me [Ezekiel], 

saying, The city [Jerusalem] is taken. 

22 Now the hand of the Lord had been upon me in the evening before this one who had 

escaped came, and He had opened my mouth [in readiness for the fugitives] coming to 

me in the morning, and my mouth was opened and I was no longer dumb. 
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23 Then the word of the Lord came to me, saying, 

24 Son of man, those [back in Palestine] who inhabit those wastes of the ground of Israel 

are saying, Abraham was only one man and he inherited the land, but we are many; the 

land is surely given to us to possess as our inheritance. 

25 Therefore say to them, Thus says the Lord God: You eat meat with the blood [as an 

idolatrous rite] and lift up your eyes to your [filthy] idols and shed blood; shall you 

then possess the land? 

26 You stand upon your sword [as your dependence]; you commit abominations and 

each of you defiles your neighbor’s wife; shall you then possess the land? 

27 Say this to them, Thus says the Lord God: As I live, surely those who are in the waste 

places shall fall by the sword, and him that is in the open field will I give to the beasts to 

be devoured, and those who are in strongholds and in caves shall die by pestilence. 

28 And I will make the land [of Israel] a desolation and a waste, and her proud might 

shall cease, and the mountains of Israel shall be so desolate that no one will pass 

through them. 

29 Then shall they know, understand, and realize that I am the Lord, when I have made 

the land a desolation and a waste because of all their abominations which they have 

committed. 

30 As for you, son of man, your people who talk of you by the walls and in the doors of 

the houses say one to another, every one to his brother, Come and hear what the word 

is that comes forth from the Lord. 

31 And they come to you as people come, and they sit before you as My people, and they 

hear the words you say, but they will not do them; for with their mouths they show 

much love, but their hearts go after and are set on their [idolatrous greed for] gain. 

32 Behold, you are to them as a very lovely [love] song of one who has a pleasant voice 

and can play well on an instrument, for they hear your words but do not do them. 
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33 When this comes to pass—for behold, it will come!—then shall they know, 

understand, and realize that a prophet has been among them.

EZEKIEL 3 

Ezekiel’s Commission 

1 He said to me, “Son of man, eat what you find [in this book]; eat this scroll, then go, 

speak to the house of Israel.”  

2 So I opened my mouth, and He fed me the scroll.  

3 He said to me, “Son of man, eat this scroll that I am giving you and fill your stomach 

with it.” So I ate it, and it was as sweet as honey in my mouth. 

4 Then He said to me, “Son of man, go to the house of Israel and speak My words to 

them.  

5 For you are not being sent to a people of unintelligible speech or difficult language, 

but to the house of Israel,  

6 not to many peoples of unintelligible speech or difficult language, whose words you 
cannot understand. But I have sent you to them who should listen to you and pay 

attention to My message;  

7 yet the house of Israel will not be willing to listen to you and obey you, since they 
are not willing to listen to Me and obey Me, for the entire house of Israel is stubborn 

and obstinate.  

8 Behold, I have made your face as hard as their faces and your forehead as hard as 
their foreheads.  

9 I have made your forehead like emery (diamond), harder than flint. Do not be afraid 
of them or be dismayed before them, though they are a rebellious house.”  

10 Moreover, He said to me, “Son of man, receive into your heart all My words which I 
will speak to you and hear with your ears (listen closely).  
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11 Go to the [Jewish] exiles [in Babylon], to the children of your people, and speak to 
them, whether they listen or not, and tell them, ‘Thus says the Lord GOD.’” 

12 Then the Spirit lifted me up, and I heard a great rushing sound behind me, “Blessed 
be the glory of the LORD in His place [above the expanse].”  

13 And then I heard the sound of the wings of the living beings as they touched one 
another and [I heard] the sound of the wheels beside them, a great rushing sound.  

14 So the Spirit lifted me up and took me away, and I went embittered [by the sins of 
Israel] in the rage of my spirit; and the hand of the LORD was strong on me.  

15 Then I came to the exiles who lived beside the River Chebar at Tel Abib. I sat there for 
seven days [in the place] where they were living, overwhelmed with astonishment [by 
my vision and the work before me]. 

16 At the end of seven days the word of the LORD came to me, saying,  

17 “Son of man, I have appointed you as a watchman to the house of Israel; whenever 
you hear a word from My mouth, warn them from Me.  

18 When I say to the wicked, ‘You will certainly die,’ and you do not warn him or speak 
out to tell him to turn from his wicked way to save his life, that same evil man will die 
in his sin, but you will be responsible for his blood.  

19 However, if you have warned the wicked and he does not turn from his wickedness 
or from his wicked way, he will die in his sin; but you have freed yourself [from 
responsibility].  

20 Again, when a righteous man turns from his righteousness (right standing with 
God) and sins, and I place an obstacle before him, he will die; since you have not 
warned him, he will die in his sin, and the righteous deeds which he has done will 
not be remembered; but you will be responsible for his blood.  

21 However, if you have warned the righteous man not to sin and he does not sin, he 
will surely live because he took warning; also you have freed yourself [from 
responsibility].” 

22 The hand of the LORD was on me there, and He said to me, “Arise, go out to the 
plain, and I will speak to you.”  

23 So I got up and went out to the plain; and behold, the glory and brilliance of 
the LORD was standing there, like the glory I had seen by the River Chebar, and I fell 
face downward.  
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24 Then the Spirit entered me and made me stand on my feet; He spoke and said to me, 
“Go, shut yourself up in your house.  

25 As for you, son of man, they will put ropes on you and bind you with them so that 
you cannot go out among them.  

26 And I will make your tongue stick to the roof of your mouth so that you cannot talk 
and you cannot be a man who rebukes the people, for they are a rebellious house. 

27 But when I speak with you, I will open your mouth and you will say to them, ‘Thus 
says the Lord GOD.’ He who hears, let him hear; and he who refuses [to hear], let him 
refuse; for they are a rebellious house.
